ANDRZEJ STRZELCZYK FROM MAMAISON HOTEL LE REGINA WARSAW
TAKES THIRD PLACE IN POLISH SOMMELIER CHAMPIONSHIPS 2011

On November 4th and 5th 2011 the Polish Association of Sommeliers organized the prestigious Polish Sommelier Championships for the 11th time. It was held in MAKRO HoReCa Center in Warsaw. 

Andrzej Strzelczyk, representing Mamaison Hotel Le Regina Warsaw 4th time in a row, this year took a great 3rd place.

The nationwide tournament is a regular part of the annual trade calendar in Poland. Traditionally all participants complete a theory test scheduled for Friday and only 3 best sommeliers qualify for the Saturday’s finals verifying their practical skills. Mamaison Hotel Le Regina representative, Andrzej Strzelczyk, has scored 194,31 points in total and by taking the 3rd place he proved to be one of the best sommeliers in Poland. This year’s championships had a very high level which also showed in the points scored by all three sommeliers: the winner scored 200,08 and Vice Champion 197,54 points. 

The organizers had prepared the following tasks to be completed by the participants: opening and serving champagne, recommending Chef’s menu and presenting matching wines, decanting wine, two wines and five hard alcohols blind tasting, and last but not least – correcting wine list. The two last competitions had been found by the sommeliers the most difficult. Amongst the hard Liquors were: Wyborowa Klapsa Pear, grappa Dolce Vite, orange liqueur De Kuyper Triple Sec, bourbon Evan Williams and brandy de jerez Sanchez. All finalists have had to face the wine list from Bordeaux and correct not only misspellings, but also mixed “chateau” names, wine appellations and grand cru classé classifications.

Polish sommeliers Association brings together almost 50 members who dedicate themselves to the passion and work towards education, improving skills and creating a culture of wine in Poland. The organization was founded in 2000 and is a member of L’Association Internationale de la Sommelliere – ASI. Its aim is to legalize in Poland a sommelier as a profession.
