Budapest

Bands like Amy Winehouse, Kasabian, Pulp, Bomb the Bass, Söhne Mannheims or Motörhead are announced, just to name a few. Sportive visitors can discover the city while running, at the 26th Budapest International Half Marathon on the 9th of September. Formula One fans love Budapest for the Formula One Grand Prix Hungary, which takes place on the 31st of July.  The Buda Castle Wine festival has become very popular over the 20 years of its existence. It opens its gates on Vörösmarty Square from the 7th to the 11th of September, with thousands of wines, and a great atmosphere in a picturesque environment.
After a hot day of sightseeing and shopping, relax on a boat cruise on the river Danube or go for a swim in one of the famous thermals of the city. One of the best is the Széchenyi Thermal Bath, not far away from the Mamaison Hotel Andrássy Budapest (www.mamaison.com/andrassy). To get the real Warsaw feeling, start the day with a walk through the Old Town, which is on the UNESCO’s world heritage list. Most of the buildings have been lovingly restored here.
