Warsaw celebrates Chopin

In Chopin’s steps…
In Warsaw’s city centre you’ll find quite a few spots that recall the composer – a city palace where the family lived houses a public memorial room, albeit without any original items used by the Chopin family. These can be seen today at the Chopin Museum in the Ostrogski Palace. Chopin gave his first public concert at the Radziwiłł Palace, today’s Presidential Palace, and played for the Czars at the Lutheran Trinity Church. Chopin’s heart was interred at the Holy Cross Church, as the composer had instructed before his death in Paris.

For classical music lovers there are a number of worthwhile events in this Chopin year – like the 6th International Music Festival “Chopin and his Europe” which presents Chopin’s work in the context of 19th century and contemporary music, with composers and artists such as Bobby McFerrin or the Flamenco musician Paco Peña (www.nifc.pl; www.chopin.nifc.pl). A special highlight is going to be W.A. Mozart’s “Requiem” which will be performed at the 17th of October in the Basilica of the Holy Cross, right in front of Chopin’s heart. Up-and-coming musicians demonstrate their skills from October 2 to October 23 at the “16th International Chopin Piano Competition”, which is held only every five years at the Warsaw Philharmonic. In fine weather it’s worth walking to Łazienki Park, the city’s largest – every Sunday young pianists from home and abroad play at the Chopin monument and entry is free.
