A cultural summer with events to suit all tastes 
The cultural summer and the Bratislava Castle Festival are taking place this year for the 35th time (18.06. - 20.09.10) – and certainly have something to appeal to all tastes: the multi-faceted programme, comprising around 250 individual events, includes theatre and opera performances, concerts, cinema and an abundance of folklore (www.bkis.sk). One element of the Castle Festival in July and August is the highly-popular open-air performances of Shakespeare, against the unique backdrop of Bratislava Castle – a highlight, and not only for Shakespeare fans. The opera and ballet performances of the Slovak National Theatre are every bit as highly regarded as the Slovak Philharmonic, which is acclaimed worldwide. The high point of the 6th Viva Musica! Festival, from 23rd to 31st of July on Bratislava’s main square, is the performance of the star tenor Ramón Vargas on the last day of the festival (www.vivamusica.sk).
When the weather is sunny, it is warmly recommended to visit the Magio city beach on the Danube’s southern bank – relax and chill while enjoying a dream of a view, looking out over Bratislava. The popular city beach is open until 1st of September (http://magioplaz.zoznam.sk/).
The Coronation Festival
In September the coronation festival will bring to an end a summer rich in events, ushering in the autumn season. For three days the Old Town transforms itself into a medieval spectacle, with traders, travelling performers and craftspeople. Around 150 performing artists in majestic historical costumes re-enact a coronation ceremony from the era between the 16th and 19th centuries, when Bratislava was the capital of Hungary. Linking up to the coronation ceremony is a large procession through the old streets and alleys of the Old Town: this ends with the dubbing of a knight, the firing of salvoes from historical armaments and a large folk festival popular celebration. Each year the ceremonial festivities of the coronation attract thousands of visitors to the city, from within the country and from abroad (www.bratislava-info.sk).
In autumn, Bratislava is also well worth a visit: that’s when the curtain goes up for two further musical highlights – the Bratislava Jazz Days (BJD) and the Bratislava Music Festival (BHS), a two-week festival with approximately 25 symphony and chamber concerts.
